· Please submit a 50-word abstract along with your article.
· Use APA (Sixth Edition) guidelines to format the submission and to reference all outside sources.
· Articles should be in MS Word (.doc or .docx) and any figures, graphs, or other images in separate .jpg files.

· Specify target audience: Primary Education, Secondary Education, Highert Education, Adult Education, Newly qualified teachers, researchers.
 Readability:
· Keep text short and bulleted, as online readers prefer well-chunked information, and put main ideas first.
· Use plenty of headings and sub-heads.
· Use clickable links (with http://).
· Please send pictures and charts as separate jpg files.
